Installation

1- Position the CK-1P6 black box under the bassptedne with the jacks facing towards
the back of the phone. (See Fig. 1).

2- Connect the short modular cord [1&2 Phone or1Tko [LINE 1/2 on Phone].

3- Connect the audio cord from your audio sour@éhé AUDIO IN jack on the back of
the CK-1 box. For DIGITAL PLAYERS use the cablatlicomes with the player.

4- Connect a MOD cord from Telephone Wall Jack 1&21&2 Line on CK-1].
